(Goffman) and embodied, historical racist practices of 

colleagues and institutions, which are characteristic by a 

(post)colonial contemporaneity (El-Tyeb, Soumahoro, Abu-

Lughod, Fanon, Sartre, Sayad, Spivak, Davis, Appadurai, 

Sassen, Balibar, Agamben, Bourgois, Wacquant, Ginzburg). 

From my prospective, the researching about migration 

processes can’t be focussed exclusively on migrant’s practices. 

In my research, the intersectional expression and development 

of global structural violence (Farmer) has a fundamental role in 

showing the ambivalent – and sometimes contradictory - 

entanglements in between global and local realities (Lévi-

Strauss, Kilani, Matthijsen). I am not part of the Academia 

because I think that we failed as knowledge producers in being 

capable of sculpturing a better society. My idea of scholarship 

and research would be to break the instituted order of things 

(Duglas, Foucault, Carpini) that since the beginning of human 

society has perpetrated violence in time and space. Only in this 

way we can promote civil disobedience for having one day social 

equality and justice (Arendt, Wilkinson, Pickett).
