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In 1987 he obtained a diploma of specialization in ophthalmology with full marks and honors.

From 1984 to 1990 he served at the Ophthalmology Clinic of the University of Bologna.

Academic career and educational activity

Since 1996 he has been a contract professor at the University of Bologna at the Faculty of Statistical Sciences and later at the School of Economics, Management and Statistics.

She has continuously carried out teaching activities ("Statistical significance of clinical data") in the field of Biometrics and Medical Statistics.

He was also a lecturer in the Biostatistics Master course of the same University.

He currently holds the course in "Biometry and design of experiments" (mod.3)

Scientific activity

Since 1984 he has made over one hundred scientific publications and has been a speaker at national and international conferences.

He was mainly involved in ophthalmological research.

As part of these activities, he established a relationship of intense collaboration with the Faculty of Statistical Sciences of the University of Bologna, analyzing the methodological aspects of scientific research.

From 1986 to 2000 he was part of the study group for eye problems in the Italian society of diabetology.

Since 1992 he has been involved in the surgical correction of visual defects using excimer lasers (he has contributed to the clinical experimentation of the first latest generation European laser).

Since 2002 he has been involved in the dissemination of the methodological assumptions underlying the EBM (evidence-based medicine).
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
